With NASCAR hot
shoe joining Marc-Antoine Camirand and Guy Cosmo, the team worked its way back from 22" to post a solid 10" place
finish. In Homestead the team qualified sixth but a spin caught Cosmo out. After skipping the Mexico City and Laguna
Seca rounds for development, the team finished 11™ in the six-hour race at Watkins Glen.
